We offer a four-year program in
which you study every book of the
Bible. New students may enter 
the Biblical Institute program in
EITHER Year 1 or Year 2.

Years 1 & 2 - Basic Biblical Studies: 
In this phase, we focus on methods
of study and praying with the Bible,
the basics of the Catholic approach
to Scripture, with a systematic study
of the major books of the Old and
New Testaments.

Year 1: Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus,
Numbers, Deuteronomy, Joshua,
Judges, 1 & 2 Samuel, 1 & 2 Kings

Year 2: Mark, Luke, Acts, Pauline
Letters, John, Letters of John,
Revelation

Classes meet weekly for two hours.
Students remain in the same cohort
and site location for the full 4 years.
