Session I - The First Millennium surveys the Church from its founding by Jesus Christ through the West-
ern era of Christendom.  This survey includes a review of the Church’s growth, persecution & triumph in 
the classical world, followed  by the struggle & ultimate success to create and lead Western civilization 
into Europe’s Middle Ages. 
 

Session II - The Second Millennium continues the Church’s story as the spiritual & temporal power of the 
West grows, matures and expands within & beyond Europe’s borders.  This era includes the Crusades, 
the mission the “New World” as well as Asia & Africa, the Reformation & Counter-Reformation, and the 
social-political challenges of the modern era culminating the Second Vatican Council.
